“He's a very thoughtful person,”
says Ali Webb, associate director
of the Washington, D.C.-based
league of Conservation Voters.
The League gave Campbell a 100 ~
percent rating two years ago, al-
though last year the eco-economist
slipped to a 69 percent. That, ac-
cording to Webb, is because he has
been: “waflly” on opposing oil
drilling in Alaska’s Arctic Wildlife
Refuge and has failed to sign on to
a Utah wilderness bill. Which begs
the question, which “eco"~ecolo-
gy or economics—will he back in a
pinch? But, argues Webb, who has
made campaign appearances on
behalf of Campbell, “He is willing
to listen to the environmental posi.
tion, -unlike most Republican
